Canadian National Railway Noise Mitigation Program & Application

The program is designed to mitigate the additional noise from the increased train traffic by means of
improvements to properties located within 100 feet of the tracks. Only certain owner occupied single family
residences are eligible to participate in the program. A map indicating the specific propertiesis available on
the City’ s website at www.westchicago.org or at City Hall.

The only €eligible improvements are windows, entry doors, sliding glass doors, central air conditioning,
insulation and landscaping/berms.

The City may reimburse up to 75% of the total costs of the approved improvements, not to exceed $8,000.
The program has a limited amount of funding and the funds will be awarded on a first-come, first serve
basis.

If the improvements are to be done by a contractor, two estimates detailing the costs for labor and materials
shall be submitted.

If the improvements are to be done by the property owner, the cost of materials shall be submitted. A
Property owner’s sweat equity shall not be eligible for reimbursement.

Once the completed application and all supporting documents have been submitted to the City’s Community
Development Department, the City will determine if the property owner’s proposed improvements meet the
eigibility criteriaand if there are sufficient funds available in the program for reimbursement.

The property owner will receive written notice from the City if their application has been approved. Upon
receipt of the written approval from the City, the property owner may incur any of the approved costs and
complete the approved work. Upon completion of the approved work, the property owner shall submit all
receipts for the costs incurred. The City will review the receipts for compliance with the authorized
improvements and, if approved, shall process the reimbursement.

Property owners who incur costs and/or make any eligible improvements prior to receiving written approval
from the City shall not be entitled to any reimbursement.

Property owners shall only receive approval and reimbursement for one mitigation application per year.
